She gets up, gives her face
quick wash, tskes a simple breakfast and rushes (o the four rubbish dustbins beside the gate of her
living area. There she checks the waste left by her neighbors to make sure it i sorted correctly.

“Sorting rubbish wil improve the environment forall of us and it only takes a minute,” Wang.

Why are so many people affaid to fail? Quite simply because we forget that failure is part of
the human lfe. Every person is able to fight failure and finally succeed.

Most parents try hard to prevent their children from knowing that they have failed. One way
s to lower standards (FE). When a child finishes making a table, its mother describes it as
“Fantastic”, though the table isn’t good at all. Another way is to blame others. If John fais science,
Mother will say his teacher is unfair or foolish.

‘There's a problem with the two ways. It makes a child unprepared for lifc in the real world.
‘Young children need to leam that no one can be best at everything, no one can win all the time —
and that it’s possible to enjoy a game even when you don’t win. A child often feels terrible, of
course, when he is not invited to a birthday party, or is not chosen into a football team.
